Discipline Policy

Our goal is to provide your child with the best after school care possible in a Christian environment.  We expect our Summer Campers to have a respectful attitude and abide by all the rules here at Covenant.

The following guidelines are given to our staff in regards to handling discipline:

~ Consistency- Behavior guidelines:

1. Follow directions of staff

2. Respect teachers and other students
3. Keep your hands, feet, and objects to yourself
4. Use appropriate language
~Provide a controlled and structured environment.

~Reward positive behavior.

~Teachers will use supportive language and be good role models.

~No corporal punishment.

(Please understand that cell phone use is not permitted on the bus or in the class.)

If there is a discipline problem, we will talk with your child about their behavior, and may let them sit out for a short time. When sitting out or talking with them is not effective, parents will be given a note discussing their child’s behavior.  After three written notices have been sent home, your child will be given a one-day suspension from our program.  A fourth episode of inappropriate behavior will result in the dismissal of the child.  Not all programs are for all children. 

If your child cannot behave within the guidelines of our program, this may not be the program for your child.

We do not tolerate behavior problems and we do reserve the right to dismiss any child from our program who is continually disrespectful and disruptive.
Tuition and Fees

Summer Camp tuition is due every Monday of the week the fees are incurred.  Please make your check payable to Covenant Child Development and remember to put your child’s name on it.  Please place the check in the tuition box located on the wall next to the main restrooms in the hallway.  We prefer that you do not pay with cash.  However, if you do pay with cash, it is your responsibility to ask for a receipt.  We do not give change.  If the exact amount is not given, a credit will be applied to your account.  Please note the following policy concerning returned checks. By using a check for payment, you agree to the following terms: In the event your check is dishonored or returned for any reason, you authorize us to electronically (or by paper draft) re-present the check to your bank account for collection of the amount of the check, plus any applicable fees as permitted by state law.

A $20.00 late fee will be charged to account balances that are more than two weeks behind.  An additional $20.00 late fee will be charged each week that your account continues to be overdue.  **If at any time your account balance reaches $250.00, your key fob will be deactivated, your account will be turned over to the Child Development Board for review, and your child may not return or be picked up by the bus until your account is brought up to date. You will receive written notice before any action is taken, and given the opportunity to bring your account up to date.**
